Emirates' biggest lender First Abu Dhabi Bank FAB.AD.

Saudi Arabia's benchmark index .TASI climbed 0.8%, with Arab National Bank 1080.SE rising 0.9% and Saudi British Bank 1060.SE
finished 0.5% higher.

Elsewhere, Saudi Electricity Co 5110.SE gained 0.6%, as the utility firm obtained a $3 billion international syndicated facility.
